Building the Education Revolution (BER)

As many of you are aware the Federal Government is
planning to provide new facilities and refurbishiizein
schools across Australia. The funding allocateelatch
school is based on student numbers. There aredvs {0
the funding.

The first part is the ‘Building the Education Rewibn’
funding which provides major large scale infrastuoe to
all schools. CRPS qualifies to build a new largaesc
infrastructure worth around 2.5 million dollars. €whe
past couple of weeks | have been busy filling in
applications and discussing our needs with SchoohCil
and Parent Club members, the staff and our Network
Leader. Discussions with various parties have all
highlighted the need for a Multipurpose/Gymnasium.

The Government has released an architectural design
which incorporates a MP room, community centre,
canteen, Music (French room), Art Room and Sports
storage facilities. This design must be used, hewev
rooms may be moved around according to space add la
availability.

Whilst we qualify for a MP room, the design prouiday
the Government shows it to be a % size court. Hp&in
large enough assembly area is our priority andee a
looking at joining the new structure onto our eérigtMP
room. The MP room and current Art room would beepit
expanding the available room. This would mean Wt
would be able to have a large sporting/meeting.area
Obviously, the architect/builder assigned woulddee
decide whether this is possible. If it is not ploeswe will
look at negotiating room allocations to make adarg
assembly area.

Design we are eligible fo{See picture below)
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The new building will provide not only a whole sao
meeting area but a modern sports facility, a comtyun
hub where parents will feel like they have a plattheir
own and a place for music tuition and specialissdms.

| am excited to announce that we have been selbgted
our Network Leader to provide an application faz fiist
round of funding. Five schools in the Waverley rate
have been selected and four of them will be acdepte
successful, discussions with architects will begany
Term 2 and construction will begin April/May. Weud
have a new MP room by the end of the year!

The second part of funding is the National Schoad®
funding where we can use S150, 000 allocated faomi
refurbishments, fixed shade structures, green ulegreetc.
