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Engaging Students in Mathematics 
Over the last few weeks the teachers have spent time after school to work with Doug Williams (Maths Consultant) on ways to 
further engage students in Mathematics.  The most significant impact for teachers is exploring how students learn.  Therefore, 
during the first professional learning session, Doug involved staff in exploring how students learn best and how to encourage 
students to think like a Mathematician.  The session that followed allowed teachers to work together to explore open ended tasks 
that challenge students’ learning and are non-threatening.  Teachers have trialled a specific lesson in their classrooms and found 
that, from Prep through to our extension group in Year 5/6, all students could explore a number of key concepts in one open-ended 
task.  Next term, Doug will be working with teachers in their classrooms to model strategies and teaching methods.  He will also be 
working with a group of teachers on developing a whole school Maths Scope and Sequence that covers the key concepts to be 
addressed at each level.   

 

Whilst we weren’t dissatisfied with the way we were delivering Maths, it is important for teachers to keep abreast of new findings 
and use these to continually refine their skills.   Through these sessions we aim to enhance teachers’ understanding of the content 
they teach and equip them with a range of strategies that enable their students to learn that content.  This professional learning is 
directed towards providing teachers with the skills to teach and assess for deep understanding and to develop each students’ ability 
to think about their thinking and articulate their understandings.  Various researchers agree that continuous learning and working 
together is important for improved student achievement.
