Last week, Sharon Reiss-Stone mentioned in thelatarsa few websites you may find useful when exiply internet safety for
your family. One of these accessed through thdralis Government website is NetAlert. NetAlerbpides practical advice on
internet safety, parental control and filters foe protection of children, students and familiesffiers information on the issues,
risks and dangers associated with using the intesinel advice on how to minimise risks, avoid peoid and use the internet
safely and responsibly.

Why do we need to be safe online?
According to recent statistics nearly 70% of thes#alian population are Internet users. A signifigaroportion of those are
children and teenagers. The Internet is a wondegdurce for study purposes and for all formseséarch whether it be school-
related, social interaction or for entertainmeidbwever, there are some potential dangers for @nlthat we as parents and
educators need to be aware of. Some of these daimgiude: exposure to inappropriate material, amwd advertising,
harassment, bullying, exploitation, unreliable imfiation and spam.
What can you do to help?
In order to minimize the risk of using the Interti@re are a few basic actions that can help:
Locate your home computer in a family area rathanta bedroom.
- Educate the family about the risks of Internet psaticularly chat rooms.
Use pretend names when communicating with peopler ehan friends, family or school.
Never give out any personal information such asessj school or age.
Do not download anything that is not from a legébtaweb site.
Never click on flashing boxes that promise anythasgmore often than not they will download spywameo your computer.
If you keep getting pop-up boxes all over your sarthen you should immediately disconnect fromitihernet and run anti-
virus and anti-spyware programs to clean the maviraxm your computer.
Do not open emails if you do not know or trust peeson who sent them.
Use anti-virus software, anti-spyware software amersonal firewall to prevent your computer benfgcted with viruses,
worms, spyware or any other malicious program.
Always disconnect your computer from the Internbew not in use (if you do not have adequate sgcugitfirewalls).
Ensure that each user of the computer has a sea@dunt and password.
Be serious about not sharing passwords.
