A small range of 
building templates has been offered for schools to select 
from. The Camelot Rise School Council has discussed what 
structure would be best suited to the needs of the school and 
has decided on a Multi Purpose Centre. Currently we are in 
negotiations with the project managers to connect this 
building to our existing multi purpose room which would 
provide an excellent indoor venue for whole school 
activities.

It was a very busy week last week celebrating education at 
Camelot Rise Primary School. There was a wide range of 
activities happening during the week.

Report Update  
It is that time of year again where teachers have been busily writing reports and completing assessment for the distribution of the 
Semester One Report. I would like to acknowledge Mr Elliott’s efforts in carrying out the reporting responsibilities, which is a 
huge and at times extremely challenging task.  
 

Reports are handed out twice a year (June & December period) and followed up with interviews. The structure of the report is 
controlled by the Department (DEECD) and schools have little control over the layout and format of the report.  
 

It is the DEECD expectation that all schools will report against the Victorian Essential Learning Standards (VELS) using the A-E 
rankings in Mathematics, English, Health & PE, ICT (Information Communication Technology), Design Creativity & Technology, 
Thinking, Personal Learning, Interpersonal Learning, Civics & Citizenship, The Arts, Science, LOTE, Humanities and 
Communication.  Teachers have been provided with the statewide expected standards for these areas. In keeping with these 
requirements not all year levels will be assessed in each of the above areas. E.g Preps teachers are only asked to report on English, 
Maths, Interpersonal Learning, P.E and The Arts. 
Please note:  

·  Not all year levels cover the above Domains  
·  P.E and Health is reported as one subject. Mrs Bett will be assessing all students in P.E. The classroom teacher will assess 

the Health component if it has been covered this semester. An average of the two marks will appear on the report.  
·  Progress from the June 08 to June 09 reporting period, is shown for Literacy, Numeracy and all Domains covered this 

time last year.  
·  The curriculum is structured over a two year cycle. Therefore students who receive an ‘A’ in Humanities in 2008 may 

receive an alternate mark such as a ‘C’ this semester. Geography may have been taught in 2008 whilst a history unit may have 
been taught in 2009. Different elements from the curriculum are covered over the two year cycle.  

·  Students’ results may change in a particular Domain. For example, in Mathematics teachers may have covered ‘Time’ – 
telling the time, elapsed time, reading calendars, etc in Measurement, Chance & Data this semester, however: area, perimeter 
and graphing may not yet been taught. This means that a student may receive an ‘A’ in Semester One (Time) and a ‘B’ in 
Semester Two (Area, Perimeter, etc) for Measurement, Chance & Data depending on their understanding of the different 
aspects

We encourage all new parents to attend the session to ensure that you are up to date with the latest information. 
 
Student – Led Conferencing  
Over the past 6 years, the philosophy of the Thinking Curriculum has been implemented in our classrooms at CRPS. We are 
convinced of its benefits in improving student learning outcomes and developing a more positive learning environment. Student 
self-assessment and reflection on their learning are key elements of this approach. Almost 5 years ago, we changed from Parent-
Teacher Interviews to Student Led or Three-Way Conferencing. As well as actively involving students in the reporting and 
planning process, three way conferences serve to improve communication between home and school. It also emphasises the 
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partnership that exists between home and school in the learning process. We have found that this form enhances students’ self 
esteem and empowers them to reflect and understand their learning.
