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Working Like Mathematicians 
We were very fortunate last Tuesday and Wednesday to have Mr Doug Williams come and work with teachers and some classes of 
students.  Doug demonstrated how effective Maths learning can be when children are provided with a problem to be investigated. 
Teachers at each level observed Doug teaching and then had an opportunity to discuss the process he used.  
 

The students involved in the lessons demonstrated high levels of engagement and enthusiasm and were involved in fantastic 
mathematical conversations where the emphasis was on them finding solutions to problems and testing their own hypotheses. Doug 
very cleverly left the students with further questions to investigate and I’m sure many parents had their children come home and 
discuss these lessons.  
 

Although we feel we teach maths very well here at Camelot Rise, we are always looking for ways to make the learning more 
engaging for students. Doug’s model of ‘Working like a Mathematician’ through investigative maths has challenged us to look 
more closely at how we teach maths and how we can balance the maths curriculum by modelling how a mathematician works, 
inviting students to work like  mathematicians and encouraging students to further develop their mathematical skills. 
The staff are very excited about enriching their teaching of maths and are looking forward to sharing some wonderful activities at 
our Open Night on Monday, 25th May.
