Head Lice 
Since returning from the school holidays, there have been several cases of head lice reported to the school.  Not all children will 
scratch when they have head lice and some students are getting reinfected not long after being treated.   
 

To try and break this cycle, parents are urged to check their children tonight.  The best way to do this is to; 
1. Saturate dry hair with conditioner – a cheap white conditioner is recommended 
2. Comb with a fine tooth comb – a special nit comb is available from the chemist 
3. Wipe the comb on a tissue and look at the comb and tissue for lice and eggs. If you find any, continue combing to remove all 

lice and eggs.  
4. Repeat the process every 2 days until clear. 
 

The school must be notified if head lice are found and children must receive  
the appropriate treatment before returning to school. 

 

The best way to prevent your child from getting head lice is to ensure that long hair is tied back and that hairbrushes and hats are 
not shared.  For further information and advice, please contact the school office.
