Head Lice 

There have been several cases of head lice reported to the school recently, particularly in the lower year levels.   Parents 
are encouraged to check their children’s hair regularly (every few days) for signs of lice or their eggs.  This is best done 
by combing conditioner through dry hair with a very fine comb.
