Parent Helpers Program 
The aim of our Parent Helpers program is 
to;

¶ Provide you with strategies for supporting the learner in 

the classroom  

At CRPS we pride ourselves on developing strong 
partnerships and your involvement gives our students a 
positive message about learning. As educators we believe, 
and research confirms that where parents are actively 
involved in their childrenôs learning, they are more successful 
at school. 
The primary role of the parent helper is to assist during 
sessions when the students are involved in their daily 
activities. 
Things to remember; 

¶ Routines in the classroom are established 

¶ Any change needs to be implemented by the classroom 

teacher 

¶ You are a classroom helper for all students in the class. 

It is not an opportunity to work 1:1 with your student  

¶ Students thrive and are confident when learning in a 

relaxed, supported environment 

¶ Always sign in before you start your session and sign out 

before you leave the school grounds, always wear a 

parent helper sticker when assisting in the school 

¶ Be aware of school rules; such as students visiting the 

toilet in pairs 

¶ For you to fully participate, we ask that siblings do not 

come into the classroom when you are helping. It avoids 

distraction for yourselves and the students.  

¶ If you are unable to come in on óyourô day, please let the 

teacher know ASAP or arrange a swap.  

Our first session on Confidentiality facilitated by Peter and 
myself was well attended last Thursday.  
Occasionally in school you will become aware of information 
about a student which is confidential or private to the students 
or their family. This a delicate matter that requires a great deal 
of tact on your part. Any information that leads you to believe 
a student is at risk should be mentioned to the Principal or 
teacher. Any conversation with parents outside is a breach of 
the schoolôs confidence. When in the classroom you will 
witness studentsô behaviours and their performance of various 
tasks. This information is confidential and must not be 
discussed outside of the classroom ï even if you are friends 
with other studentsô parents. Even a comment such as ñYour 
daughter reads wellò is unacceptable as it may cause others 
to worry why you havenôt said that about their child. If other 
parents ask you for information on their child, advise them to 
contact the class teacher.
